The following list suggests the types of materials that can be included in a teaching portfolio. Be sure to organize your portfolio in a logical and consistent manner. Keep in mind that you are building a comprehensive picture of yourself and your accomplishments through these materials. They should work together as a cohesive unit, each adding an essential element to the whole.

II. Professional Standards

This section involves six “Entries” that document your competency in relation to the five standards and sixteen principles for Vermont educators. See the handbook for more specific information and instructions.

Entry 1 – Teaching Episodes

· Two standards-based lesson plans are required here.

Entry 2 – Understanding Student Learning and Modifying Instruction
· Case studies of two students who represent a cross-section of a class are to be included here.  While, once again, these will usually come from a student teaching situation, it is expected that students will have experience preparing case studies in their development classes (Child Development, Young Adolescent Development, and Adolescent Development).

Entry 3 – Accommodating Students Identified as Having Special Needs

Entry 4 – Teaching Over Time
· A standards-based unit plan or a series of related standards-based lessons that you use in a classroom is the main component of this entry.

Entry 5 – Colleagueship and Advocacy
· Items for this entry can be collected throughout your college career as well as during your student teaching experiences.

· Here you will include a list of the competencies that relate to your endorsement area with information as to how you have acquired them through your coursework and your experiences.

The evidence should include, but is not

limited to:

· Other sample lesson plans

· Sample student work

· Sample remediation plans

· Course materials developed

· Videotapes of classroom teaching (be sure to get appropriate permissions, if any students are included)

· Samples of student work (be sure to get appropriate permissions for this use)

· Student evaluations

· Performance reviews

· Awards and other recognition
· Any other accomplishments, writings, experiences you are proud of
